From the Principal: IHM Childcare/Preschool Changes For 2022-23 

Our Child Care Program will be strictly a before and after school program. 

Parents of Preschoolers enrolled in any of our P3, P4 or Y5 Programs will be able to add half 
or whole days of Preschool Enrichment to lengthen their schedule for the school day.  We 
will be hiring a Preschool Director who will work on programming as well as teach some of 
those Enrichment Classes.  For example, if you have a 4-year-old preschooler who goes to 

school on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays from 8-11 AM, you can add in two other full days and three half days for full-
time enrollment.  Or you could choose to have your child at school for full days on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays by 
adding 3 half days, or every morning by adding two more half days of enrichment.  Programming will complement the current 
preschool curriculum.  Children who are at school all day will have lunch at school, and those here in the afternoon will have 
a short rest time.  This will all be part of the tuition contract during the enrollment process.  We are happy to work with 
each family to design the program that best fits their schedule and their child’s needs.
